PRESENT: Chair Gage, Vice-Chair Owens, Commissioner Gasperson, Commissioner Holbert and Commissioner Pack.  Also in attendance were Interim County Manager Pittman, Clerk to the Board Fehrmann, staff and media.
1. Reconvene – Chair Gage reconvened the May 14, 2013, budget work session.
2. Invocation – Commissioner Gasperson gave the invocation.
3. Pledge of Allegiance – Commissioner Holbert led the pledge.
4. Budgets for Review

1. Recreation, Patty Aldred – The Board reviewed the fee structure and no changes were made to the Recreation Department’s fees for FY 2013/14. 
2. DSS, Lou Parton – No changes were made to the previous budget adjustments.
3. Transfer Station, Neal Hall – It was the consensus of the Board to increase the tonnage fee by $1.00/ton effective July 1, 2013.
4. EMS, Penny Storey – Removed $133,803, three EMS positions.
5. Transportation, Dianne Timberlake – Removed $8,136, Contract Services.
6. Maintenance, Mickey Edwards – It was the consensus of the Board for the Maintenance Department to purchase a rough cut mower and a spreader using capital funds.
Following discussion, it was the consensus of the Board to remove $37,000, Farmland Preservation, from the Agricultural Economic Development budget, and to include a ¼ cent tax decrease in the total budget.
5. Adjournment – Commissioner Holbert moved to adjourn, seconded by Vice-Chair Owen and the motion carried unanimously.
